The Coffs Harbour District Family History Society Inc. will launch its new publication “Coffs Har-
bour District Pre 1930 Pioneer Register” on Saturday, November 19, at 1.30pm at the Coffs Harbour Bo-
tanic Gardens. November 2011 is an appropriate time to release this publication as we celebrate the
150" Anniversary of the NSW Government reserving and proclaiming 960 acres of Crown Land, and nam-
ing it Coff’s Harbour after Captain John Korff.

The new publication will include all entries from “Coffs Harbour Pioneer Register” Volumes 1 and
11 published in 1987 and 1989. These volumes included pioneers in the district prior to 1920. These origi-
nal entries have been updated and revised where necessary. The new Pioneer Register of nearly 400 pag-
es includes many new submitted entries of pioneering families in the area prior to 1930 with biographical
information on many of the pioneers.

“Coffs Harbour District Pre 1930 Pioneer Register” has been a work in progress since 2008. Many
members of the Family History Society have assisted in updating and researching information for the pro-
posed register. In late 2009 a Pioneer Register sub-committee was set up to bring the book to frui-
tion. The sub-committee comprising Audrey Levy, Marlene Gordon, Nora Secombe, Gloria Small and Rosie
Doherty have spent many hours bringing this book to publication.

The pre-publication cost of the new Pioneer Register will be $35 for orders placed before October
